Technical requirements:
- Safety distances (see Table I in the Annex):
- 1.5 m minimum from property boundary
- 3 to 15 m from ignition sources (depending on capacity)
- Ventilation: Permanent air circulation for cylinder cabins (≥ 2.5% of total surface area)
- Materials: Inflammable structures (fire resistance ≥ 120 minutes)
Mandatory equipment:
- Safety valves with vertical tubing (≥ 2 m for tanks ≥ 7.5 m³)
- Gas and fire detection systems
- Extinguishers (ABC powder 6 kg for tanks ≥ 2.5 m³)
Prohibited:
- Storage in basements or non-ventilated areas
- Use of direct flame vaporizers
